This summer I had the privilege to attend a conference in New York City τ 
Queens to be exact τ entitled LEARNING FROM A GLOBAL CHURCH.  The 3-
day conference was sponsored by THE CENTER FOR STUDIES IN GLOBAL CHRISTIAN-
